 Key Text 
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 Writing  We will explore the story’ Ghost Boys. Children will get the opportunity to write diary events of  
the same incident from different character’s perspectives, as well as write a letter. 

 Maths  In maths, children will be recapping skills learned throughout the year through maths 
investigations designed to encourage collaboration. 

 Reading  In reading, we will be exploring weekly texts in order to consolidate the children’s retrieval, 
inference, predicting and summarising skills. 

 Science  In science, we will continue our investigations into our topic on ‘light’. 

 History Linking to our core text, the children will be exploring the theme of justice and looking at how 
the judicial system has changed. 

 Art/DT  Children will be exploring Art Deco images. They will then use digital software to create patterns 
as part of our art and diversity week, based on the American artist, Keith Mallett.
