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 Writing  
We will explore the story’ Lighthouse’. Children will get the opportunity to write a 

newspaper report and a first-person recount of the PGL experience.

 Reading  In reading, we will be exploring weekly texts in order to consolidate the children’s 
retrieval, inference, predicting and summarising skills. 

 Science  In science, we will explore Light and create our own shadow puppets. 

 History  In history, we will explore the history of theatre by looking at the Chinese theatre and the 
history of shadow puppetry, relating it to Elizabethan theatre. 

 Art/DT  Children will use digital software to create patterns as part of our diversity week. They 
will also create 3-D necklaces to match the costume design for the production.
