Our Learning Overview 

 Core Texts 
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 Writing  
We will be reading Beegu by Alexis Deacon. We will create a setting description based on where Beegu or 

another alien lives. We will then go on to create a non-chronological report about aliens of our own creation! 

 Maths  
In Maths, we will be learning about place value within 20 to begin with. We will then go on to exploring 

addition and subtraction within 20 before finally moving onto place value within 50. 

 Science  

In Science this term, we will be investigating animals including humans. Exploring animal classifications and 
different habitats animals live in. We will also be learning about the changes experienced in different 

seasons.  
 

 Geography  
In Geography, we will be investigating the local area, looking at physical and human features of the 

surrounding area. Children will also use maps to explore the United Kingdom. 
 

 RE  
In RE, we will be exploring the terms ‘sacred’ and ‘holy’. We will consider why places are considered as sacred 

and holy.  

 

 Art  
In Art, we will begin to explore printing. Children will identify and create patterns using a range of printing 
methods, focusing specifically on block printing, their own skyline for their local area around the school.
