Our Learning Overview 
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 Writing  
We will be reading Storm Breaker by Anthony Horowitz following the life of the main character Alex Rider.

 Maths  In maths, children will learn geometry, area, perimeter and volume. 

 Reading  In reading, we will be exploring weekly texts in order to consolidate the children’s retrieval, inference, predicting 
and summarising skills.

works, how light reflects in order for us to see and the angle of incidence. They will also look at how light is 
refracted and can create optical illusions.
