In Maths, we will be learning about decimals, money and time.  


This term, children will explore Viking human geography e.g. how the Vikings lived, travelled, settled and used the land.


RE this term, will be looking at how different religions help people decide what is right and wrong. They will learn about moral teachings, values and storues that guide behaviour and choices. 


In PE this term, the children will continue swimming lessons and develop their athletics skills by focusing on running,jumping and throwing techniques. They will build stamina and enjoy friendly competition. 


In Personal Development, we will be learning about puberty, hygiene, dental care and safe use of medicines, gaining knowledge to make healthy, informed choices during growing up.

In Music, the children will explore Viking themed songs learning about rhythm patterns, echo effects, tempo, dynamics, keychanges and codas. They will be using glockenspiels and voice to ehance their musical understanding.


In DT this term, children will explore 2D to 3D textile techniques to create a functional Viking style pouch, while incorportating historical decorative elements like embroidery, applique and fabric painting with traditional motifs.   
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
